ATMS 305 Final Presentation/Report
By now you have chosen an article on a topic related to Atmospheric Thermodynamics. Your presentation will be limited to 15 minutes which will allow time for questions and answers. Group presentations take place on December 3 (Wed.) and December 8 (Mon.), 2008 from 9:00 – 10:15 am. Each group should be prepared to give their presentation on Wednesday (Dec. 3). Each presentation will be composed of the oral presentation following the broad outline:
(1) Background and Introduction

Articles generally give a historical perspective on what’s been done related to the problem that they’re addressing. This section of the outline forms the basis for moving into the specific introductory material related to the chosen paper. The purpose of the paper is clearly spelled out in this section of the outline and should address the question “what motivated the author(s) to undertake the research described in this paper?”
(2) Methodology

This portion of the presentation describes the details of what was done in order to test the ideas or hypotheses presented in the Introduction section. Details that should be covered include the type(s) of data collected and how the data was manipulated and analysed to produce the results. If the study took place over a geographical area, a map should be given to familiarize the audience with geographical features unique to the study.
(3) Results

The scientific results are communicated in this section of the outline which build the supporting evidence for the conclusions made in the final presentation section. Most figures, tables, and photographs unique to the research of the paper will be presented in this section. Be certain to emphasize a few key results that will be revisited in the “Conclusions” section.
(4) Conclusion

The presentation in this section focuses on the unique contribution of the paper to the science and operations of meteorology. What did the author(s) discover? What results were critical to uncovering information that lead to the discovery? Did the author(s) accomplish the purpose of the paper?
Sections (1) and (2) should take no more than 5 minutes of the allotted 15 minute period. Sections (3) and (4) should take the majority of the time of the presentation. Two people will be responsible for making the oral presentation.

The third team member will be required to write up a single page single-spaced report using an outline identical to that given above in which a general description is made of the chosen research paper. The order of the written report should follow the order of the oral presentation. The written report and oral presentation should be assembled together.
